Arabian Horse Association Region 14 Recreational Riding Recognition Program

Eligibility
Rider must be a current member of a Region 14 affiliate club. *

Horse must be a registered Arabian or half-Arabian and owned by the rider, a family member, or leased from a
current AHA member.

Each horse and rider combination must be nominated for the program. If a horse is sold they may restart the
program with the new owner providing all of eligibility requirements are met.

Nomination includes completion of the program form and submission of the form, a copy of the horse's registration
papers, and a one time nomination fee of $25. Hours can not be accrued until entered into the program.

Recording and Reporting of Hours

Hours may be recorded using the available reporting form or other means which clearly list: Rider's name, Horse's
name, date, hours ridden, and activity.

Hours may be accrued in 1/4 hour increments.

Hours may be earned by riding or driving (pleasure riding, training, schooling, trail riding, driving). No hours will
be allowed for any type of competition. No hours are awarded for ground work of any type.

Hours/forms must be sent to the Recreational Riding Program Director as listed on the Region 14 web site.
Awards and Awards Presentation

Annual program runs from January 1st to December 31st. All hours must be submitted to the Recreational Riding
Program Director no later than January 30th of any given year to be included in the annual awards presentation.

Awards are only distributed once a year at the Region 14 Awards Banquet or other venue. If you are unable to
attend the awards presentation any awards will be mailed after the banquet.
